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Before planting use five (5) pounds of 5-10-15 to 100 square feet of area

and work into the top four or five inches of soil. To side dress, during

growing season spread a small amount in a shallow trench on each side

of plant, approximately three inches from stalk. For individual flower plants

in the garden, scatter lightly around the plant and work into the top soil.

When planting, dig the hole larger than plant root ball and mix one handful

with this soil before replacing. Established shrubs should be side dressed with

one or more handfuls worked in the top of soil lightly. Early spring is the best

time to apply. Apply peat moss or mulch around shrubs and bushes. Keep

well watered during dry weather.

Broadcast or apply in holes made by a sharp instrument beneath and a few

inches beyond the branch spread. Five (5) pounds to each 100 square feet

once yearly is sufficient.

Use ½ teaspoon for each six inch pot about once each month. Increase or

decrease in proportion for smaller or larger pots. Mix into surface and water

thoroughly, or water plants monthly with a solution of ½ teaspoon mixed

thoroughly in one cup of water.
